Meggitt Training Simulator:

This system gives training staff the ability to conduct numerous
scenario-based types of training. Individual scenarios can be
designed to meet the needs of your law enforcement community.

Indoor Firearms Range:

This environmentally-friendly and state-of-the-art range, certified
according to Florida Department of Law Enforcement (FDLE)
standards, features 12 lanes (25-yard distance), a running man
system, discrefionary target shooting and multiple horizontal
moving fargets. It can also accommodate ammunition, from caliber
.380 pistol ammo to high-powered rifle .308 ammo.

Emergency Operations Center:

Large multipurpose rooms that open up to provide break group
training can instantly be transformed into the City of Miami’s
Emergency Operations Center during emergencies. This fully
functional incident command center features the latest technological
hardware and software needed to respond and recover from major
critical incidents. Conference rooms within the Center provide
the perfect environment for private meetings and brainstorming
sessions for command staff.

Instruction on a variety of training methods
and factics such as electronic control devices, expandable baton,
ground fighting and takedown techniques is offered by Miami PD’s
specialized defensive tactics instructors.

Media Room and Library: The Media Room has the technical
infrastructure for the filming and viewing of training and informational
videos for on-line or traditional training methods. The library is
supplied with thousands of catalog training material and reference
books.

Moot Courtroom: This room simulates an actual courtroom
atmosphere. Judges, prosecutors and defense attorneys are able to
incorporate hands-on scenario training for future officers to prepare
for court protocol and testimony.

Communications Simulator Room: The Communications
Simulator Room offers the resources to conduct scenario-based
training for call-takers and dispatchers in a controlled environment.

Dorms, Showers, Lounge and Laundry: Eight fully furnished
dormitories are equipped with beds, desks and ample storage for
visiting students.
