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subject: Miami Police Department Responds to Early Morning Attack

This morning, shortly after 6:00 a.m., the Miami Police Department received
multiple calls regarding a male subject armed with a stick, violently attacking
individuals in the area of N. Miami Avenue and 6 Street.

Responding officers arrived promptly and observed a subject matching the
description fleeing on foot. A brief foot pursuit ensued, and the subject was
taken into custody. The Subject is a black male in his 30°s who has no arrest
history in Miami but does have an arrest history in New York.

Tragically, four homeless individuals were attacked by the subject. Two
victims were pronounced deceased at the scene, while the other two were
transported to Jackson Memorial Hospital's Trauma Center for medical
treatment.

The investigation is ongoing, and the Miami Police Department is working to
determine the motive behind the attack. The suspect's identity and charges will
be released once confirmed.
